History:   


The Romans


Looking at Roman Life: homes/towns/food/clothes/buildings – comparing with our own lives.

Geography:


A Coastal Study:  Visiting the coast/seaside, identifying coast/seaside in pictures. Looking at different coastal features- man-made and natural, finding out about what happens at the coast, experiencing seaside activities, looking at local coastlines. Comparing the coast with where we live.





Science: 


Forces:   experiencing different forces – pushes pulls, visiting playgrounds, identifying pushes/pulls, investigating pushes/pulls. Experiencing different movements, moving at different speeds and on different surfaces. Exploring  and investigating how things move on different surfaces. Exploring magnets.








Literacy: Sharing books and stories: 


Oxford Reading Tree stories and poems. Stories linked to other subjects


Phonics: revising and using sounds (phonemes) and letters from phase 2/3 Letters and Sounds


Handwriting /mark making activities


Sharing news, writing/recording news

Numeracy: Counting, sorting, ordering, matching, recognising numerals


Number songs, number games
